ALCOHOL 2009

THEATRE IS ALIVE AND ACTING AT GLENALA
HIGH

On Monday August 31 Senior Drama students as well as
Year Ten Drama students attended the Debase
Production, Popping Lead Balloons, which is part of the
Arts  Council Inschools Touring Program. This
performance dealt with the issue of bullying amongst girls,
in particular, through the use of technology. The three
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actors demonstrated how to stage a play with a simple set
and created a range of entertaining, thought-provoking
characters. Our students were an excellent audience and
had many questions for the actors at the close of the
performance. Attending live theatre performances is a very
important part of our Arts curriculum and we have been
very lucky this year to have already had two very
competent theatre groups attend our school to perform
inexpensively for our students.

We are very fortunate to be a host school for the
Queensland Arts Council, which means that once or twice
a year plays are brought to our school at no cost to the
students, so that our students can provide feedback about
the productions to determine whether they are appropriate
for high school audiences. On Thursday September 10
several classes from Year Eight to Year 12 will have the
opportunity to see a play presented by Brainstorm, a
theatre group, who creates plays especially for teenage
audience. The Hurting Game explores what teenagers do
to fit in with others and how to resist peer pressure. This is
a wonderful experience for our students to be able to share
the opinions and have their viewpoints taken into account
by the Arts community.
